The following precautions and recommendations have been made to insure that you and
those that you have invited have a safe and enjoyable party at the Monona Community Pool.
If there are any questions or concerns, please call Monona Community Recreation at 222-

4167 or the Outdoor Pool at 222-3098

e Feel free to bring food and beverages, but please keep them in the concession area.

Glass containers are prohibited.

e Smoking and alcoholic beverage consumption is strictly prohibited.

e Please invite your guests to arrive at the pool no earlier than 6:20 p.m. when your
event starts at 6:30 p.m. or 8:20 p.m. when your event starts at 8:30 p.m.

e The bathing houses and concessions area will close ten minutes later than the allotted

pool time. Please plan accordingly.

e Your own flotation devices are allowed, but please respect the requests of the

lifeguard on duty.

e For your safety and enjoyment, horseplay is prohibited in and around the pool.

¢ Please walk while on the pool deck.

¢ When using the slide, tandem riding and swinging on the cross bar are prohibited (no

exceptions will be made).

e For your safety, diving is permitted off the diving boards only.
e The blocks at the end of each lane are not to be used. Please avoid hanging or

standing on them.

e The ropes are in place for boundary markers only. They are not strong enough to

withhold the weight of the patrons.

e If inclement weather occurs, please contact the head lifeguard on duty at the pool at
222-3098. Discussion of rescheduling or cancellation may occur at this time.
e For your convenience, please remember all of your personal belongings before leaving

the facility.
