A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE REDEMPTION OF  
THE CITY'S GENERAL OBLIGATION PROMISSORY NOTES 

DATED APRIL 1, 2014 
 

WHEREAS, the City of Monona, Dane County, Wisconsin (the “City”) has issued its General Obligation 
Promissory Notes, dated April 1, 2014 (the “2014 Notes”); and, 
 
WHEREAS, the 2014 Notes are currently callable; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Common Council has determined that it is necessary and desirable to apply funds on 
hand to redeem the 2014 Notes on February 21, 2023. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Monona, Dane 
County, Wisconsin, that: 
 

Section 1.  Call of the 2014 Notes.  The 2014 Notes shall be called for redemption on February 
21, 2023, at the price of par plus accrued interest to the date of redemption.  The City shall provide 
sufficient funds for such redemption to the Depository Trust Company on or prior to February 21, 2023. 

 
Section 2.  Call Notice to Depository.  The City Clerk, in conjunction with Huntington Securities, 

Inc. dba Huntington Capital Markets ("Huntington"), shall cause timely notice of the call of the 2014 
Notes to be given by providing notice thereof, in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit A, by 
registered or certified mail, overnight express delivery, facsimile transmission, electronic transmission, or 
in any other manner required by the Depository, to the Depository at least thirty (30) days but not more 
than sixty (60) days prior to February 21, 2023. 

 
Section 3.  Additional Notice.  In addition to the official notice of redemption provided for in 

Section 2, the City Clerk shall cause further notice of the redemption of the 2014 Notes to be provided to 
the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board through its Electronic Municipal Market Access System.

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Chief’s Report 

• MOL3 received its annual service and requires some frame repair in January. 
• MOE4 up and running with no issues after replacing the diesel injection pump. 
• Staffing and call volume continue to be the largest issues facing us currently. 
• Several grants in process or received: 

o Compeer Financial grant request for $4,000 for new four-gas detectors, denied 
o EMS Flex Grant awarded $85,235.00 $77,470.00 for equipment and staffing needs. 

 First half of award, $38,735.00 already here and spent on chassis purchase per 
2023 Capital Budget ambulance project. 

 Second half in process to be awarded, will fund extra staffing OT and LTE hours, 
as well as technology upgrades. 

o Actively working with a local agency on the provision of a rescue boat at no cost to the 
city, still in the works! 

• Significant fire loss on Copps Avenue, great job by our crews and mutual aid. 
• Procedure manual sent out to officers for full review. 
• Software consolidation underway. 
• Seven TEN FOURTEEN new volunteer applications have been received.  We have changed our 

procedures to align with city application processes, and will be starting up new recruit 
“academies” four times a year. 
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INCREASED STAFFING INITIATIVE – STARTING OCTOBER 1, 2022 
 

Starting in October 2022, we have refocused and prioritized on increasing staffing levels during 
the day, during the week using existing budget dollars and staff.  The mission of this initiative is 
to add a second medic unit in service wherever possible using the following guidelines: 
 

• Priority days for this pilot are Monday, Wednesday and Friday 
o We have occasional Sunday day time double staffing due to a volunteer paramedic that 

runs most Sundays from 7:00Am to 7:00PM 
• Time of increased staffing is from 7:00AM to 5:00PM 
• When four medics are on, both ambulances are to be in service, alternating calls 

o When three medics and a fourth non-medic (AEMT, EMT) are on, M62 is to be placed in 
service when M60 receives a call. 

• If a fire call comes in and both medic units are in service, the second unit will go out of service 
and staff the engine, giving us two people on the engine immediately. 
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
